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Kyrgyzstan

The country was a region of the former Soviet Union and became an independent country in 1991. The
earliest date known for a meter stamp with distinctive Kyrgyzstan inscription is 1997. The one stamp seen
is inscribed “KbIPT'bI3 PECIYB” (Kyrgyz Repubilic).

Meter stamps with former Soviet Union markings are known used without alteration after independence.
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
